This is the first page of your text. The title is listed above, it is not bolded, nor does it count as a heading. Just center it at the top of the text space. Your introduction should go here; it should not have a name, especially not “Introduction.” Next, look at the header space. Notice the absence of the words “Running head” - unlike the cover page. In the rest of the paper only the short abbreviation of your title (in this case CREATIVE FLAME) should appear on every page. Notice also that the first page of text starts on page 2, this is because the cover page is listed as page 1. If your teacher wants you to include an Abstract see the APA Publication Manual for placement and formatting (APA, 2010 p.25).
When starting a new paragraph do not create extra space between the paragraphs; just let the double spacing and (½ inch) first line indention indicate the start of a new paragraph. Use the Tab key to create the ½” space for new paragraphs. Adjust the format of your document or the ruler margins if your computer does not automatically Tab ½” to the right.
