Projected Graduation/Completion Rates for John F. Kennedy University
In 1991, the US Congress amended the Higher Education Act of 1965. This act requires colleges and 
universities disbursing financial aid to provide students and potential students with information about the 
graduation/completion rates of their undergraduate students enrolled in degree or certificate programs. 
The criteria for calculating graduation rates established by this act does not match the student profile at
John F. Kennedy University. JFK University does not offer a four year baccalaureate degree. The typical 
undergraduate student at the University is a reentry student with a desire to complete a previously started 
degree here, or at another institution of higher education, and/or one who wishes to attend school on a 
part-time basis.
